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This presentation will provide a primer on collaborative problem solving (CPS) and will explore considerations for the potential application of CPS to issues such as non-regulated pollutants.  The primer will offer a practical definition of collaboration and will highlight a model for conceptualizing the relationship between collaboration and other forms of civic engagement. The potential application of CPS to non-regulated pollutants involves a number of considerations, including the presence of shared problem, a common purpose, leadership, and appropriate representation.  A neutral situation assessment may be useful in assessing the extent to which non-regulated pollutant issues may be "ripe" for CPS and in recommending possible future action.
